The work-family conflict in the Hungarian media

In May 2010, the weekly topic of Héméré was based on the results of Household, Work and
Flexibility (HWF, FP5) and Workcare (FP6) projects.

The discussion was
focused on family and work, male and female roles, the potential conflicts between raising
children or making a career, etc. The debaters discussed various questions: what can be the
role of state, municipalities, schools, welfare programs, labor market regulations, maternity
benefit, etc. as well as the role of culture and religion in these processes.

ATV is a Hungarian commercial cable television channel with a lot of political programs
(such as news, political background talkshows etc.). One of the most popular programs of
the TV is Héoméré (Thermometer), which is a prime time show (every Thursday at
20.40). The moderator of the show is a well-known Hungarian TV journalist, Henrik
Havas. Every week there is a different topic in the show. The moderator invites four
experts of the actual topic. The guests debate about political, social questions. The
audience consists of university students who are asked about their opinion at the certain
points of the show. They can vote about which arguments are acceptable for them. The
audience poll is shown after the voting so the results are available for the TV audience.
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
